Irv Ungar to discuss the Art of Arthur 
Szyk. 
 
Justice Illuminated: The Art of 
Arthur Szyk. Szyk died in the 1950's, 
and Irv has spent the last 15 years 
promoting Szyk's art around the world 
through various national museums, the 
Library of Congress, etc. 
 
In Szyk's view, the artist is a warrior, 
whose arsenal consists of pens and 
brushes, paint and ink; his battlefield is a 
canvas, piece of paper; his enemies are  
injustice and oppression.

In another magazine, Arthur Szyk was 
called "a one man war against Hitler". 
His anti-Hitler artwork began in 1933, 

the same year that Hitler came into 
power. 
 
 

 
"A Madman's Dream" 
 
Some people call Szyk the "greatest 
illuminator" in manuscript style of the 
last 400 years.  His art was all over 
military bases, it was popular, great 
propaganda art.  His art was focused 
on defeating an enemy across the 
Atlantic, but also to help heal injustices 
at home in the U.S. (e.g. bigotry, anti-
